The Excel spreadsheet cases8505.xls contains summary statistics for the indictments and information reports issued by the DOJ.

The Excel spreadsheet cases8595_grouped.xls contains information on the cartels prosecuted by the DOJ.  This is the main data used in the empirical analysis.  The cartels are formed by grouping like indictments and information reports from the file cases8505.xls; the field titled Id matches a field titled cu_num in cases8505.xls.

The Excel spreadsheet controls.xls has some control variables, as defined in the text of the paper.

The STATA program set1.do reads in the data, generates summary statistics, and counts the number of cartel discoveries per three, six, or twelve month period.  It outputs the STATA datasets for use in the regression program.

The STATA datasets samp_first.dta and samp_full.dta are two of the datasets produced by set1.do.  The first has the number of first-industry cartels per period (the baseline specification used in the paper) and the second has the total number of cartels per period.

The STATA program regs1.do runs the Poisson regressions reported in the paper.  You can tweak some options within the program – the notes within the program should outline these.
